Time of Renewal 
 
The Invitation 
 
This morning you are invited, whether you have been 
baptized or not, to celebrate God’s promise that God will 
never leave us nor forsake us.  
You are invited to come forward via the center aisle and 
dip your hand in the font as a way of remembering your 
own baptism.  
Touching the water is not to be understood as a repetition 
of baptism rather it is a tangible, physical way to recall 
the event that is at the root of the Christian life.   
The physical act of coming forward and touching the  
water is an action that declares our faith to be rooted in 
the Living Water, our Christ Jesus.   
If you wish to take a glass drop, please keep it as a sign of 
God’s faithful presence.  
Hear God’s words again: I have called you by name,  
you are mine. You are precious in my sight and honoured, 
and I love you. Do not fear for I am with you.  
I am the Lord Your God. Water cleanses, purifies,  
refreshes, and sustains.  Jesus Christ is the living water. 
Come remember your Baptism and be thankful. 

 

THE PRAYERS OF THE PEOPLE

When Jesus comes to be baptized, he leaves the hidden years behind, 
the years of safety and of peace, to bear the sins of humankind.
